Are You Fervent for the Lord?


The Greek word for “fervent” is “zeo.”  It means to “boil, seethe, be hot, throb with heat.”  Paul writes in Rom. 12:10-13: “10 Be kindly affectionate to one another with brotherly love, in honor giving preference to one another; 11 not lagging in diligence, fervent in spirit, serving the Lord; 12 rejoicing in hope, patient in tribulation, continuing steadfastly in prayer; 13 distributing to the needs of the saints, given to hospitality.”  The key word is in verse 11 – fervent in spirit, serving the Lord.  


One cannot have a burning enthusiasm for the things of the world and at the same time have a burning enthusiasm for the things of Christ.  The two are incompatible.  It must be one or the other.  We are told in Acts 18:25-28 that Apollos was fervent in spirit, and burned with desire to tell others about the truth he learned about Christ.  Apollos was on fire for the Lord.  “He spoke and taught accurately the things of the Lord.”  We need to study and gain knowledge of our Lord so our zeal for the Lord may be fervent. THAT'S THE FIRST TIME I'VE HEARD THAT!





	Remember when you heard something for the first time? That experience is often followed by the question, "What was that?" It could have been a bird, a machine, a natural sound, or another language. Remember the first time you heard the gospel preached and understood it? Over the years, I've heard some interesting things from members of the church concerning doctrines and beliefs. 


	 Once an individual came to me and asked why we didn't have a piano. He had been worshipping with us for about a month. He said he was a member of the church at the time. I thought this was a strange question from a member of the Lord's church but I explained to him why we did not use instrumental music. After my explanation, he responded, "I've never been to a church of Christ that didn't have instrumental music." I replied, "I've never been to a church of Christ where they DID have instrumental music." To which he stated, "Isn't that something!" Well, it was something all right. It was unscriptural! In all his years of worshipping he had never heard that!


	I was even surprised the first time I heard that December 25 was not Jesus' birthday. The same thing happened when I found out about Easter. It makes me wonder, why didn't I check things out for myself instead of just blindly following what others said. I can honestly say, the first time I heard the truth, I had to quit listening to what people said about the Bible and study the Bible for myself. The Bereans got it right the first time. "Acts 17:11 These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things were so." That's where most of today's error comes from. People don't receive the word of God with an open mind, nor do they search the scriptures. Don't believe everything you hear but believe the Bible. 


	I also had a Bible study with an individual who was "religious." We discussed many different ideas and doctrines, but when we got to the subject of baptism he asked, "You mean the Bible says I have to be baptized in order to be saved?" I simply replied, "Yes." What he said next floored me. "I've never heard that before. This is the first time I've heard you have to be baptized to be saved!" I suspect he had never read the Bible, especially the New Testament. That was the only study I ever had with him. I haven't seen him since. It seems that people will believe anything but the truth.


	It's true that there is a first time for everything. It's surprising that today, many people have not heard the true gospel for the first time! The majority of the people that call themselves Christians, have not heard the truth yet. False doctrines abound. For every denomination that teaches differently than what the Bible teaches, there is a false doctrine. There is no new doctrine to be revealed. There is no new teaching to be observed. We must take the Bible as it is. We cannot change, alter, amend, or delete any of it's teachings. When you hear something new, for the first time, go back and examine the scriptures and see if it's true. If the preacher says it, don't believe him till you check the scriptures. If the scripture says it, obey it!
